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INRODUCTION

William Wordsworth was born at Cockermouth in England in 1770. He died in 1850 as a great poet of Nature in the English history. He was considered as nature poet in English.  His poems speak of ordinary things and humble life pattern.  As a poet of nature, he imitates from the nature.   He believes that he learns from nature, which makes his imitation and interpretation from the nature. He also  published a number of poems, which speaks of nature. They are ‘Ode on the Imitation of Immortality,’ ‘The Prelude,’ ‘Tintern Abbey’ and ‘The Solitary Reaper.’ His collection of poems and collaboration with Coleridge made a tremendous impact on his life, which was the publication of Lyrical Ballads in 1798. It made great changes in the mind of English speaking people.  It was a collection of poems by words worth and Coleridge.  Wordsworth wrote majority of poems.
HIS CRITICAL WORK

 William Words Worth emerged as a great poet; but he did not want to be a critic. His contact with German Romanticists, he tried to bring the spirit of Romanticism in England.  Similarly, the French Revolution made influence on him to speak of necessity of freedom in the   creative works. His contact with German philosophers evokes him   as spirit of Romantic thinker. When he wrote the second   preface to his Lyrical Ballads in 1800, he realized the spirit of critical thoughts in order to explain for his predecessors of early critics, Alexander Pope and John Dryden.

Alexander Pope and Dryden were great satirists during the Restoration period. The sequences of publication of Lyrical Ballads in 1798, 1800, 1802 and 1815, It was enlarged in every edition for which William Words Worth wanted to write preface. The entire Appendix, Words Worth alone his explanation for critical works.
Neo- Classical poetic Diction

Before Romanticism in England, the Neo- Classists were more dominating literary figures and literary critics. Neo- classists followed as model of Greek and Roman writers. It was the period of more translation works of classical literature. Writers like Dryden and Pope followed as model of Greek and Roman writers; not only imitating or translating the works; but also, they used the language of upper class people. They considered that any creative work should be a grand style as master narration of great tragedies. So naturally, their works represented only aristocrats; but not people of commons. It was realized and argued by Words Worth.  So , Words Worth followed and practiced  against ideas of  Neo- Classists. He went on to describe a life of ordinary and simple in English language.
Wordsworth’s Concept of Poetic Diction

  Unlike Neo- Classists, Words Worth followed and practiced a simple and humble    life pattern. It also practiced in his writing.   He wants to make a work of experimental in which he must use the   language of common man and rustic life. He makes  a new  kind  of thought  for writing poetry. Words Worth’s criticism has emerged as new kind of thoughts and a school of criticism in the history of English criticism during Romantic period.    As his social background, he wants to follow the language    of common man whether it was written or spoken. It makes a new kind of poetic thought for practicing philosophical thought in simple  language  of Common Man’s, which is considered the diction for his writing. As opponent of Neo- Classists, he practiced a simple idea to write his critical work especially his preface to Lyrical Ballads.   He considered that any creative work should be written in the Common Man’s language. The ordinary incidents and situation may be coloring with extraordinary things in using literary devices like personification, metaphor and metonymy. It would make great philosophical thoughts in the mind of readers. Similarly, he says that   any great philosophy would be exposed in simple language pattern. Any work should be emotional and spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings in tranquility. This philosophy carried out throughout his works. 
Conclusion

Words Worth followed as great profounder of ideology of literary criticism. His criticism is accepted as evolution of English criticism on the one hand. On the other, he failed to practice by his own literary criticism and diction of his creative works. His ideas are similar in the ideas of Thomas Gray. His criticism makes a great impact on the succeeding generation in England. Therefore, his criticism and diction make a great influence on English criticism and language. 
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
